AOC Champagne – Vignobles de l’Aube

Winery overview:
The Champagne Robert Grandpierre estate is located in the Champagne vineyards, in the town of Viviers-sur-Artaut in Cotes des Blancs (South
of Epernay).
It produces white, rosé and red wines in the AOC Champagne and AOC Coteaux champenois appellations.
The estate operates an area planted with vines of approximately 13 hectares.
The grape variety consists of white Chardonnay (20%) and Pinot noir (80%: king grape variety).
The vines generally benefit from a moderate oceanic climate and a degraded continental climate.
The soil and subsoil of the Champagne Robert Grandpierre estate are composed in varying proportions of Kimmeridgian limestone, clay, hard
limestone slabs and Kimmeridgian marl.
The estate practices sustainable viticulture.

Champagne GRANZAMY (RM)
AOC Champagne – Vignobles de l’Aube

Winery overview:
Winegrowers since 1907, Champagne Granzamy perpetuates the Champagne tradition. For three generations, they have been cultivating the
vines, harvesting the grapes and vinifying their Cuvées on the property.

It is in the heart of the Marne Valley, in Venteuil, very close to Epernay, that Champagne Marx-Coutelas continues to write the pages of its
history today. Here, vines have covered the estate since the 11th century.
On this plateau where the slopes are facing south, the subsoil is chalky, the soil is a mixture of sand and clay, this particularity makes it a totally
original terroir which gives the grapes a unique specificity.
A terroir that today hosts the 3 traditional grape varieties of Champagne: Pinot Noir, Pinot Meunier and Chardonnay.
The know-how here is a family affair, the development of the different cuvées is first and foremost a question of initiation and transmission.
Patrick and his son Bryan work together in the pure tradition of winemaking families. These harvesters-handlers fully control their production,
from the vine to the grapes, from the grape juice to the champagne.

Their brand is named after the famous kings of France whose Champagne accompanied all their dishes, to underline the desired
result of a range of complex wines, presenting both strength and refinement.
Louis de Chatet was also born from the desire to highlight the very special terroir of Barbonne Fayel, a commune in the Marne
region of France steeped in history.
As a wink, because "Chatet" is the name of the oldest parcel of the farm. It is thus an integral part of the origins of our Champagne.

Champagne POTEL-PRIEUX (RM)
AOC Champagne – Vallée de la Marne
Winery overview:
Champagne Potel-Prieux, an estate created by Charles Potel in 1640, is the first winemaker listed in the commune of Venteuil.
The vineyard is spread over 3 hectares, and is on average 30 years old.
Exposed on the right bank of the Marne Valley, the Potel-Prieux house produces the 3 grape varieties Champagne: Pinot Noir, Pinot Meunier
and Chardonnay.
They work their vineyard in reasoned fight with ecological tendency. In the process of HEV certification.
Each year, they produce an average of 30,000 bottles spread over the different cuvées in their range: Brut Grande Réserve, Sec, Rosé Brut, Brut
Nature and Blanc de Blancs Millésimé.

Champagne HARLIN (RM)
AOC Champagne – Vallée de la Marne
Winery overview:
The 9.5 hectare vineyard extends in the Marne Valley over the communes of Mareuil le Port, Épernay and Tours-sur-Marne (classified Grand
Cru).
The 3 Champagne grape varieties (Meunier, Pinot Noir and Chardonnay) are harvested for the production of expressive cuvées, reflections of
this terroir.
It is with passion that they work the vines: practice of sustainable viticulture, respect for biodiversity, use of herbal preparations, maintenance of
the soil to keep the vineyard in good health.
This know-how is distinguished by two environmental certifications (Sustainable viticulture in champagne and High Environmental Value) and
numerous awards for their champagnes in various competitions.

Champagne Jacques ROBIN (RM)
AOC Champagne – Côte des Bar

Winery overview:
Very fragmented, our Robin champagne vineyard is made up of 22 plots clinging to the hillsides of the different valleys of Aube, Arce, Ource
and Seine.
The estate is now directed towards the High Environmental Value.
Independent winemaker, wine craftsman, they follow the evolution of their harvest from the flower to the maturity of their clusters. Each
parcel is picked and vinified separately in order to respect the terroirs so different from each other.
This work allows to preserve the aromas of fresh fruit that the bunches contained when they were still on the vine. After the different stages
of vinification, the process allowing the creation of the blends will highlight the fruit, the power, the subtlety and the balance of this
champagne and will amaze the taste buds of fine connoisseurs during their first tasting.

Champagne Laurent Lequart is a family estate located in Passy-Grigny, in the heart of the Marne valley.
Their domain cultivates its vineyard with passion, a high respect of the terroir and environment for 5 generations.
Since 1988, Laurent works a sustainable vine growing. His engagement has been rewarded with two certifications:
Hve (high environmental value) & vdc (sustainable viticulture in champagne), by taking care of people & nature, they strive to bring a natural
and green environment for their vines.
Winegrowers, they work 11,40 hectares mainly focused on the emblematic grape variety of the Marne valley: the Meunier
Elegant & fruity, their Meunier will entice you with their gourmet and delicious flavors.
